Electrical Requirements
•	 The LED driver must be supplied with 120 or 277V, 50/60 Hz and connected to an 

individual properly grounded branch circuit, protected by a 20 ampere circuit breaker. 
Use min. 75°C supply conductor.

•	 The grounding and bonding of the overall system shall be done in accordance with 

National Electric Code (NEC) Article 600 and local codes.

Wiring Instructions 
If using a dimming controller, connect matching-colored wires together (violet and gray leads). Fixture cover must be removed to access 
the dimming leads.

Carefully tuck the electrical conduit into the ceiling. Compress the torsion 
springs on the side of the fixture and insert them into the brackets on the rough 
in kit. Ensure that springs are properly inserted into the mounting brackets. 
Push the fixture up until it is flush with the ceiling.

Finish the ceiling, taping, and 
mudding around the fixture 
to the lip for a clean, finished 
edge.
