Carefully unpack unit from its packaging. Properly inspect
for defects before installing. Wear work gloves to prevent
dirt and oil from being transferred to the luminaire.

Diffuser panel ]

The diffuser panel is engaged over 4 screws on both
ends of the LVT luminaire. It may become loose during
shipping or if the lumiare is signifcantly twisted during
install. It is important to make sure the diffuser is
completely engaged to avoid having it fall out after the
install is complete. Grasp diffuser and gently squeeze
together to re-engage over screws.

Bend the 4 clips to secure the luminaire in place. Install
the safety cables through the holes on the clips (per local
building codes, safety cables by others).
